Ruse provides opportunities for shipment of goods by road, rail and water transport. The city is a
logistics center in which dozens of companies in the transport and freight forwarding business have
established their activities. It is part of the cross-border cluster Ruse - Giurgiu - Bucharest and stands
close to the multimillion Romanian market. A large part of the international trade of Bulgaria with Roma-
nia and with other countries runs through the city. The starting point of the planned highway Ruse-Veliko
Turnovo will be situated close to Danube bridge. However, there is a potential for building a second bridge
over the river near Ruse. The future section of the road to Veliko Turnovo will connect the city to Hemus high-

way and will facilitate the connections with the rest of the country regions.
In 2023 was announced an order for the construction of an Intermodal Terminal. This is expected to lead to bal-
ancing the different modes of transportation, attracting goods from road to rail transport. Ruse is a key intermodal
hub (road/rail terminal and inland port) in the Core Trans-European Intermodal Transport Network transport, ac-
cording to Regulation (EU) 1315/2013, as part of the EU Rhine-Danube transport corridor. The port of Ruse is the larg-
est Bulgarian river port, and the Ruse railway station is connected to the main Black Sea port - Varna via the Ruse-Varna

railway line, which is an exceptional prerequisite for the development of intermodal transport.

Port Ruse is part of the
main TEN - T network which has 6 cargo terminals: East,
Centre (passengers terminal), West, Somovit, Svishstov and
Tutrakan. It handles bulk, general cargo and cargo contain-
ers. Ruse Port is the largest passengers port in the Bulgar-
ian river section and has a 185 years long tradition in the
cruise industry.

The biggest Romanian international airport Henry Coanda (OTP) is an hour and a half drive away from Ruse. Varna air-
port (VAR) is closely situated Bulgarian airport - about 2 hours drive away.

Just 17 km away from the city is the Ruse Airport - a significant project with great potential for development. It has a
certificate of operational suitability for providing aviation services with aircraft with a maximum takeoff weight of up to
5700 kg. Its area is 183 ha, and the runway is 2500 m long.

In 2023, a contract was signed with a private investor who plans to carry out a number of improvements to the airfield,
which will transform its status into a real airport. It is expected that this will lead to the gradual
development of civilian flights.

The chemical industry, clothing manufacturing and metal-
lurgy also have a significant share in the production sector
of Ruse.

The sector of transport, warehouse and storage occupies a
significant share in the structure of the local economy due
to the strategic location of the region and its good connec-
tivity. Logistics in Ruse is a sector with high potential for de-
velopment. The strong position of the telecommunications
and courier industry is thanks to the courier companies,
which successfully expand their business activities.

The highly diversified profile is completed by the agricul-
ture, construction, hotels and restaurants, as well as com-
panies providing professional services (accounting, archi-
tectural, project, legal, consulting, real estate, advertising

Ruse is an attractive center for people and businesses looking for a good quality
of life and optimal costs. In recent years, economic activity in the region has stead-
ily increased, accompanied by employment growth and a decline in unemploy-
ment. Ruse is among the regions that meet the national employment target, and its
further increase will depend on the activation of economically inactive individuals
and their (re)qualification, as well as reversing the trend towards net emigration

and even importing workforce from abroad.

One of the biggest advantages of Ruse is the highly educated and skilled workforce

that lives here. The number of people with higher education in working age is above
the national average, and in this regard, Ruse ranks second (31.2%), surpassed only

by the capital Sofia (56.8%).

The comparatively short distances and the well maintained road network of Ruse
are convenient for people who commute to work and live in neighboring regions.

In Ruse municipality there are 6 secondary schools
and 3 specialised high schools providing studies of
English language and mathematics, a school with
German language and a high school for European
languages, a sports school, a National School of Arts,
a private vocational college and 3 private schools.
There are 24 kindergartens, 5 of which private, the

rest are state-owned.

There are 11 vocational high schools where students
gain both knowledge and skills in various fields - elec-

trical engineering, woodworking and interior archi-

tecture, construction, mechanical engineering, textile
industry, transport, shipbuilding and shipping. Apart
from the vocational training, young people in the city
also have access to language training in English, Ger-
man, French, Spanish, Russian, Japanese and Chinese.

The vocational high schools provide opportunities
for staff re-training according to the demands of the
business.

Students from a total of 9 vocational schools and
secondary schools in Ruse Municipality are being
trained in a dual education system, with a total of 26
dual classes by 2023.

Public transport in Ruse connects the residential areas
with the industrial zones. There are bus and trolley services
available along the main routes in the city. The public trans-
port fleet is being modernised and the passenger transport
is one of the priority topics for the Municipality.

The compact positioning of the city areas allows driving
from one end to the other for a maximum 20 minutes. There
are over 500 parking spaces available in Ruse.

Ruse is one of the safest cities in Bulgaria with a low
crime rate. Nearly 700 cameras monitor the streets and
the pedestrian zones 24-hours. The municipality video
surveillance centre covers the entire city, with police ac-
cess to the cameras, which allows the timely clarifying of
accidents.

In 2018, the World Volleyball
Championship for men and the final games of the “Gold-
en European League” in volleyball /women/ for 2021 were
held here. In 2025 Ruse will host the World Dragon Boating
Championship at the Lipnik Forest Park.

Two university hospitals, specialised medical institutions in
cardiology, pneumo-phisiology, oncology, physical and reha-
bilitation medicine and a mental health centre are the main
institutions for hospital care in the city. The health map of
Ruse also features three diagnostic-consultation centres,
12 medical centres, three dental centres and an emergency
medical centre.
