Ruse is the biggest port and the economic and cultural centre in the Bul-
garian part of the majestic European river. Two of the European transport
corridors cross here: corridor #7, which connects the North Sea to the
Black Sea by the river canal Rhine - Main - Danube and corridor #9 con-
necting the Baltic Sea and the Mediterranean Sea. The transport corridor
Europe - Caucasus - Asia, known as TRACECA, as well as the main route

by land of the global initiative “One belt, one road” also cross the city.
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The Bridge over the Danube river brings the city of Ruse closer to the Ramanian
city - Giurgiu and this is the shortest way to the Romanian capital - Bucharest.
The river also connects us with the countries of Central and Western Europe.

Ruse is an established logistics center with road, rail, and water transport and dozens of transport
and forwarding companies. As part of the cross-border agglomeration of Ruse = Giurgiu - Bucharest,
the city is close to the multi-million Romanian market and a large part of Bulgaria's foreign trade with
Romania passes through it.
Ruse has one of the most important transport facilities in the region - the Danube Bridge. Currently, a
second bridge over the Danube River at Ruse-Giurgiu is being designed, with the implementation of this
strategic infrastructure project planned for 2032.
An additional boost to the development of transport and logistics connectivity will be provided by the Ruse
- Veliko Tarnovo motorway, which is currently under construction and will provide a direct link to the Hemus
motorway and facilitate access to the interior of the country.
An intermodal terminal is to be built - a key logistics project that will connect road, rail, and river infrastructure into
a common transport system. The project will consolidate Ruse’s role as a leading intermodal hub in the Trans-Europe-
an Transport Network (TEN-T). The Port of Ruse is Bulgaria's largest river port, and the rail link to Varna provides direct

access to the Black Sea coast, which is an important prerequisite for the development of intermodal transport.

There are ports and terminals with national, regional
and special purpose located along the river bank of Ruse
which spreads from 505" km to 480" km. Port Ruse is part
of the main TEN - T network which has 6 cargo terminals:
East,Centre (passengers terminal), West, Somovit, Svish-
stov and Tutrakan. It handles bulk, general cargo and cargo
containers. Ruse Port is the largest passengers port in the
Bulgarian river section and has a 190 years long tradition in
the cruise industry.

The biggest Romanian international airport Henry Coanda (OTP) is an hour and a half drive away from Ruse. Varna
airport (VAR) is closely situated Bulgarian airport - about 2 hours drive away.

Just 17 km away from the city is the Ruse Airport - a significant project with great potential for development. It has
a certificate of operational suitability for providing aviation services with aircraft. Its area is 183 ha, and the runway
is 2500 m long.

A number of infrastructure improvements are currently being implemented and a procedure for licensing the airport
operator is being prepared, which will allow domestic civilian and cargo flights to resume in the near future.

The importance of Ruse as an intermodal hub is also due to the connection with two railways routes:

Metallurgy, the chemical industry, and food and beverage
production also play a significant role in Ruse’s manufactur-
ing sector, with significant growth observed in recent years.

The second most important sector is wholesale trade, with
the largest share being trade in solid, liquid, and gaseous
fuels and trade in chemicals.

The sector of transport, warehouse and storage occupies a
significant share in the structure of the local economy due
to the strategic location of the region and its good connec-
tivity. Logistics in Ruse is a sector with high potential for
development.

The municipality’s highly diversified economic profile is
complemented by activities in the construction, telecom-
munications, agriculture, hospitality, and companies op-
erating in the field of professional services—accounting,
architecture, engineering, and legal activities, consulting
services, real estate operations, advertising, and others.

For 2023, the investments in Ruse municipality are over € 428
million, and their growth compared to 2021 is over 30%.
80% of all foreign investments in the Ruse region continue
to be concentrated in the industrial sector. The construc-
tion sector registered the highest growth in investments in
the period 2021-2023 - over 300%, reflecting the recovery
of investment activity after the stagnation during the COVID
crisis. Significant progress has also been observed in the
creation and dissemination of information and creative
products, telecommunications sector, with growth of 90.8%,
as well as in the trade, transport, hotels, and restaurants
sector, with 40.7%.

Ruse is an attractive center for people and businesses looking for a good quality
of life and optimal costs. In recent years, economic activity in the region has stead-
ily increased, accompanied by employment growth. Ruse is among the regions
that meet the national employment target, and its further increase will depend
on the activation of economically inactive individuals and their (re)qualification, as
well as reversing the trend towards net emigration and even importing workforce

from abroad.
One of the biggest advantages of Ruse is the highly educated and skilled workforce

that lives here. The region ranks among the leaders in the country in terms of the
share of the population with higher education, while the share of people at working

age with primary and lower education is only 11% - the second lowest in Bulgaria
after the capital. Ruse is also among the regions with the highest index of corre-

spondence between vocational education and labor market needs.

The comparatively short distances and the well maintained road network of Ruse
are convenient for people who commute to work and live in neighboring regions.

In Ruse Municipality, there are two specialized high
schools offering English language and mathematics
courses, as well as six secondary schools, including a
school offering intensive German language courses
and a school for European languages. The educational
environment is enriched by a sports school, a national
school of arts, a private vocational college, and two pri-

vate schools. There are 24 kindergartens, six of which

are private.

There are 11 vocational high schools in total, where stu-
dents acquire both knowledge and skills in various fields
- from electrical engineering, woodworking and interior
design, construction, mechanical engineering, machine
building, and the textile industry to transport, shipbuild-
ing, and navigation. Students from a total of nine voca-
tional high schools are trained in a dual education sys-
tem, and the number of dual classes as of 2025 is 27. In
addition to vocational training, young people in the city
also receive serious language training in English, Ger-
man, French, Spanish, Russian, Japanese, and Chinese.

Vocational high schools provide opportunities for staff
retraining in line with business requirements.

There are eight fully equipped STEM centers operating
in schools in the municipality of Ruse, covering a variety
of fields such as natural sciences, eco-innovation, design,
information technology, and others. Another 38 centers
are currently under construction, focusing on roboatics,
mathematics, computer science, and 3D printing.

Ruse has an accessible urban area which com-
bines modern buildings and historic architecture
from the end of 19" and beginning of 20" century
which resembles Vienna architecture style.

Two university hospitals, specialised medical institutions in
cardiology, pneumo-phisiology, oncology, physical and reha-
bilitation medicine and a mental health centre are the main
institutions for hospital care in the city. The health map of
Ruse also features three diagnostic-consultation centres,
12 medical centres, three dental centres and an emergency
medical centre.
